We aim to raise deeper awareness about climate change and empower students with
knowledge about why the climate crisis is so important through education on science and

environmental justice.

Spring Forward is an education initiative that is run by high school students. We started
because although some students are learning to turn off lights and pick up trash, we strive to
take it a step further and empower students with knowledge on the science of climate change
as well as why it is a social justice issue which ties into other forms of systemic oppression. This
knowledge will give students the tools and resources to make the right choices in their daily

life. We plan to shift students' mindset in a youth to youth approach.
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This summer, Spring Forward is offering free online activity workshops for elementary school
students on climate change and climate justice. Each workshop will be 60 minutes long. The
dates are posted on our .
